Founded in 1968, the Feast of the Hunters’ Moon is the largest living history
reenactment focused on the 18th century life in the Midwest. This event welcomes
over 5,000 dressed participants ranging from reenactors and merchants, to local

volunteers and social organizations raising funds to support area nonprofits.
 The Feast is held annually in early autumn on the banks of the Wabash River, four

miles southwest of West Lafayette, Indiana on South River Road.
